3. Each candidate is allowed to submit a maximum of two compositions in one category, or one composition per each of categories. 
4. The candidates should send all of the materials listed below, wrapped together in a single package, no later then 31 October 2022 (the date of the postmark is taken into consideration):

a) The competition composition(s) and, if possible, a CD-recording of the composition(s) (demo-versions), sealed in an envelope. 
b) A sheet of paper with the name of the candidate, placed inside a sealed, non-transparent envelope.
